Part I\ Japan Invades MalayaJack is Missing

Jack Foster had joined the 21Bield Regiment. It was raised at the former Rosebery Racecourse
in Sydney on 12 November 1940. The regiment had two batteries, tiea8l 3¢' Field Batteries.
They began training at Ingleburn with-p8under guns. These had been used in World War | and it
was comically noted, they were older than the gunn@s.29" July they left Australia on the
troopshipKatoombafor service on the Malan Peninsula.

The rest of the A.I.F. had been sent to the Middle East, but there was growing concern about
Japan invading Malaya. The 2ffirst went into camp at Nee Soon in Singapore in August 1940,
where the men trained. They started to famg@themselves with the jungle. Later, some units of
the 2/1%", including the 29 Battery, in which Jack served, were stationed in the adjacent Malayan
state of Johore. It was not until®2Blovember that they received their first@éunder guns.

We refer to your enquiry for your son Gnr.J..i.foster /
The position with regard to personnel in llalaya and Singapore is at
the moment obscure and there is not any communicafiom , either cabled
or postal, with these Countries, because as you know they are en-
tiwely in the hands of the Japanese.

In a cable from London, dated February,l9th, published

= in the ‘Sydney llorning Herald"™ of February 20th, it was stated that
an announcement had been made that Japan will conform to the Geneva
War Prisoners Convention and allow &ll nccecsscry food tné elothing to
reach men in Japanese Prison Camps. Onc of the first obligations
upon Japan will be to supply a list of all members of the various
fighting forces who havec been taken Prisoner of war, as well as a
list of Civilians who have becn interned. Naturally it will take
some time to colleet all the details, but as Japan has agreed to do
this work it should not be unduly long.

We havc cvery rcason to believe that food and clothing
will be allowed to rcach the Prisomers through the Red Cross in the
same way as it is rcaching them in Germany and Italy, You should
watch the Press for official announcements and then consult us before
attempting, cither to writc or send parcels,

We have scnt the particulars of your cnouiry to our Central
Burcau, Melbournc, who will scnd them forward as soon as thore is an
opportunity of doing so,
